Competition 1 – qualifiers for individual finals

Competition 2 – individual finals

Competition 3– All round final – combined plus scores from competition 1 [Balance and Dynamic]

Federations may enter 2 pairs and groups in each category with the understanding that only one in each category can proceed to a final. 
Competitors may enter the balance and/or the Dynamic competition and compete for individual medals. Those who wish may enter just one event. 

There will not be a team competition included in the 2009 Championships. A new event will be introduced in even years the first starting in 2010. Whilst the trial event attracted a disappointing number of countries it is considered that we should persevere as it was an exciting and competitive spectacle. The composition of teams allows for countries new to acrobatics to take part, it is therefore a useful and a valuable asset in meeting our aims and objectives to increasing the number of European countries competing at our events. 
Bids to host the competition are being considered, any one interested should contact the UEG office in Lausanne or direct to Laurie Colton President ACRO TC.

Tariff Sheets
A new format of tariff sheet is available on the FIG Web site. 

Checks on Tariff sheets before competition is becoming a difficulty and time consuming task. The problems arise when Tariff Sheets are not completed correctly often without page numbers or reference numbers of elements to be performed.

The Code of Points is quite clear on the subject and a penalty is given for those cases where the regulations are not met. The UEG ACRO TC discussed the subject at length at their last meeting and it was confirmed that Tariff sheets will have to be presented by the specific deadline, incomplete forms will be returned with the possible application of the statutory penalty. More information will follow closer to the European Championships.  
Federations are reminded that late entries may not be accepted or incur a high financial sanction

Development of Acrobatics
UEG have supported the ACRO TC in many development projects over recent years. We have been active in a number of countries including Estonia, Denmark, Italy, Spain, Finland, Monaco and others.
